21. PRESENTATION ON PSNI MEDIA AND PUBLIC RELATIONS 
 

The Chairman welcomed the Chief Constable, Deputy Chief Constable and PSNI 

Head of Press and Media to the meeting. 

 

The Head of Press and Media gave a presentation on the role and work of the 

PSNI Media and Public Relations Department.  During the presentation, the Head 

of Media commented on the following:- 
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• The PSNI Communications Strategy. 

• The impact of Policing Plan changes on the Communications Strategy. 

• The use of resources. 

• The adoption of the National Intelligence Model for planning purposes 

within the Department. 

• Reactive activity. 

• Departmental priorities. 

• Ongoing restructuring. 

• Plans for a joint PSNI / Policing Board safety campaign. 

 

During the discussion which followed, Members raised a number of issues 

including:- 

 

• The measures taken by the Department to reassure all sections of the 

community regarding the level and quality, particularly following 

confrontation with the police. 

• Internal communications strategies. 

• Decision levels relating to the release of information in DCUs. 

• The perception of the response to local media requests for information. 

 

Following this discussion, the Head of Press and Media left the meeting. 

 

 

22. PRESENTATION BY PSNI ON NEW NON-EMERGENCY NUMBER AND 
CALL MANAGEMENT 

 

ACC Operational Support and Change Management delivered a presentation to 

Members on the progress in developing new Call Management arrangements and 

a new non-emergency police number. 

 

A copy of the slides used in the presentation is attached at Appendix ‘A’. 
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During the presentation, the PSNI representatives identified the objectives of the 

new Call Management system as being:- 

 

• Consistent and professional service delivery for non-emergency 

requests. 

• A reduction in the number of non-emergency calls to the 999 service. 

• Centralised and efficient crime recording facilities. 

 

A pilot scheme involving South Belfast, Lisburn and Craigavon DCUs is being 

introduced.  An advertising campaign to promote the use of the new non-

emergency number – 0845 – 6008000 will be run during the period November 

2005 to January 2006.  A DVD of the new television advertisement was viewed by 

Members. 

 

Following the presentation, the meeting discussed a number of issues including:- 

 

• The advantages of a combined Call Centre for police, ambulance and 

fire services.  The PSNI representatives indicated that neither the 

Ambulance Service or the Fire Authority had made any financial 

provision for a centralised system in the near future and that such a 

development would require input from the other 2 services. 

• In response to a number of questions, the PSNI representatives 

advised that at present it was not possible for PSNI to use a 3 digit 

number as the allocation of these numbers was on a national basis.  

However, there are plans to introduce a single non-emergency call 

number nationally and it will be a relatively simple technical 

arrangement to change the call number when the national number 

becomes active. 

• The PSNI representatives were confident that, even in the absence of 

a joint Call Management Centre, that co-ordination between the police, 

fire and ambulance services was currently and would continue to be fit 

for purpose. 
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• The revised Call Management System will assist in improving 

procedures for police to call back members of the public to follow up 

action and provide further information. 

• Members emphasised the need for appropriate training to be provided 

for police officers and civilian staff operating the new system. 

• The new Call Management System would also provide information on 

response times and assist in the categorisation of response priorities. 

 

It was: 

 

 AGREED 
 

 That the Board would again raise the issue of the provision of a joint Call 

Management Centre for police, fire and ambulance services with 

Government. 

 

Following the presentation, ACC Operational Support and Change Management 

left the meeting. 

 

 

23. BRIEFING BY PSNI ON LEGAL ACTION AGAINST THE PSNI 
 

The Committee discussed the judgement handed down by the Rt. Hon. Sir 

Liam McCollum in the case of Northern Ireland Sheet Metal Works Limited – v – 

the PSNI. 

 

The Chief Executive outlined the legal opinion which had been received regarding 

the Board’s position relating to the case.  The advice received indicated that the 

Board had no locus to direct the Chief Constable to act in a particular way but it 

could seek to persuade him to follow a particular course of action.  NOTED. 

 

Members discussed the legal opinion and a news release issued by PSNI 

concerning the case.

The Chairman welcomed the Chief Constable and Deputy Chief Constable to the 

meeting and invited them to brief Members on the recent High Court case, 

Northern Ireland Sheet Metal Works Limited – v – PSNI and the follow-up action 

taken by PSNI in response to the comments of the Rt. Hon. Sir Liam McCollum. 

 

In opening the briefing, the Chief Constable reminded the Committee that the 

contract was awarded prior to the creation of PSNI and the Board.  The Chief 

Constable emphasised that the ballistic steel protection kits currently fitted to PSNI 

vehicles is fit for purpose.  He drew attention to the opening paragraph of the 

judgement beginning ‘I have only heard some of the evidence in this case’.  

 

The meeting discussed the comments made by the Judge and the investigative 

process initiated by the PSNI to date.  The Chief Constable emphasised that 

primacy would be given to the criminal investigation. 

 

The Chief Constable informed Members that a criminal investigation would be 

taken forward by Crime Operations Department.  A meeting had been arranged 

between ACC Crime Operations and an independent expert in criminal fraud with a 

view to engaging his services to quality assure the criminal investigation.  The 

Chief Constable described the historic nature of the investigation and reminded 

Members that procurement processes had changed significantly since this 

particular contract had been agreed. 

 

A number of Members stressed the need for public reassurance that the 

investigations would be carried out as quickly and as openly as possible.  They 

sought to persuade the Chief Constable that the senior investigating officer 

appointed to the case should be from outside PSNI, this was the consensus view 

of the Committee.  The Chief Constable indicated that the senior investigating 

officer could be from outside the PSNI.  He also invited the Board to participate in 

an advisory group or Gold Group which would oversee the investigation.   
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The Chief Constable briefed Members on the process that could be adopted to 

investigate the current procurement process within PSNI to ensure it was operating 

in accordance with best practice.  It was proposed to appoint a firm of outside 

professional consultants to examine the current system.  The Chief Constable 

confirmed that the Board would be updated on this process. 

 

The following issues were discussed:- 

 

• The information given by PSNI to their legal advisors about the case. 

• The legal advice which the PSNI had received in the case. 

• The role of the Procurement Service in providing advice on contracts to 

PSNI. 

• Personnel issues. 

• The review of procurement processes within PSNI. 

• The need to seek clarification concerning paragraphs 19 and 20 of the 

judgement. 

 

Following the discussion, the PSNI representatives left the meeting. 

 

 

24. BRIEFING BY THE INDEPENDENT ASSESSMENT PANEL APPOINTED 
TO ASSESS THE BOARD’S PERFORMANCE 

 

The Chairman welcomed Sir Keith Povey (Panel Chairman), Mrs Rotha Johnston 

and Mr Graham Gordon to the meeting. 

 

Sir Keith Povey advised that due to other engagements Independent Assessment 

Panel members, Professor Mackey and Dr Manning had sent their apologies for 

non-attendance. 

 

Sir Keith Povey reminded Members that he had been commissioned by the Board 

to review the performance of the Policing Board over its first 4 years of operation 

and to identify key areas for future action.  He presented Members with the Panel’s 

report.
